Supplement Figure 1 Legend: Flow diagram showing patient cohort. There were 2,193 hospitalizations with confirmed SARS-CoV-2 infection and full data extraction in the MI-COVID-19 registry. 2,107 were admitted to the hospital between March 1, 2020 and June 1, 2020. Of these, 1,975 were directly admitted to the hospital from either the emergency department or clinic. 1,324 patients were hospitalized in Southeast Michigan and a total of 1,315 were hospitalized at facilities that treated at least 10 hospitalizations for COVID-19.
