Figure S1.  Colocalization of F4/80 and Iba-1 in the DRGs of mice injured by partial ligation of the sciatic nerve.  Double-immunofluorescence staining for F4/80 (B, E) and Iba-1 (A, D) in the contralateral (A-C) and ipsilateral (D-F) DRGs of the mice on day 3 after the nerve injury (n = 4 per group).  Arrowheads indicate F4/80 and Iba-1 double-positive cells.  The sections were counterstained with DAPI.  Merged images are shown in panels C and F.  Scale bars = 100 m.
Figure S2.  Colocalization of iNOS and neutrophil elastase in the sciatic nerve of mice injured by partial ligation of the sciatic nerve.  Double-immunofluorescence staining for iNOS (A) and neutrophil elastase (NE) (B) in the ipsilateral sciatic nerve of the mice on day 1 after the nerve injury (n = 4 per group).  Arrowheads indicate iNOS and neutrophil elastase double-positive cells.  The boxed regions are shown at a higher magnification in the insets.  The sections were counterstained with DAPI.  Merged images are shown in panel D.  Scale bars = 25 m; 5 m (insets).

The sections were counterstained with DAPI.  Merged images are shown in panels C, F, and I.  Scale bars = 100 m (A-I). Arrowheads indicate CCR2 and F4/80 double-positive cells (A-D) or CCL2 and F4/80 double-positive cells (E-H).  The boxed regions are shown at a higher magnification in the insets.  (I-L) Double-immunofluorescence staining for CCR2 (I) and F4/80 (J) in the ipsilateral DRGs of the mice on day 2 after the nerve injury (n = 4 per group).  The sections were counterstained with DAPI.  Merged images are shown in panels D, H, and L.  Scale bars = 25 m; 5 m (insets).
